1. Calculated Questions 
 

A calculated question is a question that is based on a formula. An example of a 
calculated question is seen in figure 1.

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2. Combination Questions 
 

A combination question is a question where different combination options are 
presented to the student and the student must choose the most correct 
combination.

3. Fill in the Blank Questions  
 
The fill in blanks question type requires you to fill in the blanks in a sentence as 
seen in figure 3.

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4. Jumbled Sentence Questions 
 

A jumbled sentence question provides a sentence that has been mixed up. It 
provides the words you need to select in a drop-down menu. You need to correct 
the statement by choosing the correct order of words. See figure 4 on the next 
page.

5. Matching Questions 
 

The matching question gives you two columns that you must match correctly. An 
example of a matching question can be seen in figure 5.
